Your anthology needs to include:

· A title page (consider using a line from one of your poems as the title of your anthology)  5 points
· A table of contents  5 points
· An introduction to your anthology (15 points)  :  Your introduction can include, but is not limited to 
· explaining your experiences with writing the poetry you’ve included  here 
· explaining if there are any connections (thematic or otherwise) among the poems you’ve chosen to include in your anthology 
· your overall experiences with poetry both during this unit and otherwise
· 6 poems written by you (These must vary in style: they cannot all rhyme; likewise, they should not all have the same rhythm, format, etc.)  Play and experiment with words!!  10 points each
· An accurate example of each of these literary devices in your own writing:  alliteration, assonance, consonance, personification, metaphor, simile, hyperbole, oxymoron, metonymy, synecdoche.  These should be marked on the pages themselves, or you can include an index before your works cited page that shows where each of these can be found.  50 points
· Illustrations/artwork/drawings, etc.  (no clip art, please)  25 points
